BASELINE FARMERS' MARKET RULES & REGULATIONS

1. Vendors may only sell products which have been approved by the market managers. Any changes or additions to products must be requested in advance of the market day.

2. Products which are similar to those sold by Home Depot and would be considered competition are not permitted at the market.

3. All products sold at the market must be high quality. Used or flea sale items are prohibited.

4. Vendors must have cash and carry products at the market to sell. Vendors wanting only to advertise products or services will not be accepted into the market.

5. All vendors are expected to conduct themselves in a professional and ethical manner at the Market. Expected conduct includes proper attire, language, attitudes, and business practices that positively reflect on the reputation and values of the Market and enjoyable experience of the vendors and customers. Offensive or disruptive conduct is prohibited.

6. Vendors are not permitted to leave their stalls to acquire customers, or to distract customers while they are at other vendors stalls.

7. Price undercutting will not be tolerated.

8. All vendors must have a minimum of $1,000,000 liability insurance. If accepted, vendors are required to provide a copy of a Certificate of Insurance naming the following as additional insured: KGW Enterprises, Baseline Farmers Market, and The Home Depot.

9. The Baseline Farmers' Market is a public market, and therefore all food sold at the market must be prepared in an approved facility with a valid food handling permit. Vendors selling food must meet all Alberta Health Services guidelines. Food products must have proper labeling as dictated by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency.

10. Weekly vendors are required to reserve stall space a minimum of 24 hours prior to opening time on market day. The market managers will confirm location of stalls upon vendor arrival.

11. Vendors may not be set up unless the market managers are on site.

12. Vendors must provide their own tables, tents, weights, and display equipment. Weights must be a minimum of 20 pounds each and be adequately secured to all 4 tent legs (rubber straps are prohibited). Market managers reserve the right to take down tents that are not sufficiently anchored.

13. All equipment, displays, and signs must be placed within the allotted vendor space.

14. Market stall allocation will be based on an overall market plan. Vendor spacing and placement is at the sole discretion of the market managers. Vendors are not guaranteed the same stall each week. The managers reserve the right to change vendor locations within the market at any time.

15. Vendors are required to be in their stalls no later than 30 minutes prior to opening time. Stalls which are vacant after this time may be reassigned to another vendor.

16. No vendor may sell any product to the public prior to the Market opening at 4:00 pm, and no vendor may disassemble his/her stall prior to the 8:00pm closing time. An air horn will be blown to begin the market as well as to close the market.

17. No one is permitted to leave early. Public safety is the responsibility of everyone at the market. We have a zero tolerance policy for anyone who does not follow this regulation.

18. Vendors are responsible for removing all garbage and recycling from their area and disposing of it off-site (NOT in the Market’s garbages). Vendors operating concessions must supply adequately sized garbage cans in a location easily accessible to customers.

19. Vendors are required to pay for their stalls before they set up each week. All NSF cheques are subject to a $50 processing fee.

20. Both full season and weekly vendors must notify the market managers of cancellation of stalls a minimum of 24 hours prior to opening time market day. Failure to cancel within 24 hours will result in the vendor being charged $35.00 for each 10 foot stall which was reserved. In the event of an emergency, vendors must call the market managers at the cell number provided.

21. All stall payments are non-refundable. No refunds will be given for cancellations. Exchange dates are at the discretion of the Market Manager. If the market is cancelled due to weather or an emergency, vendors will not be refunded stall fees for that market day. 

22. This is a rain or shine market, therefore the market will run if it is raining and there are no safety concerns. If a severe weather warning occurs before the market, the market managers will postpone set up until after the warning has ended. If a warning occurs during the market, and it appears it would impact the market, the market will be cancelled immediately. The market will not reopen.

23. Vendors will be required to contribute to customer appreciation draws a minimum of 5 times during the season, either with their products or coupons to use at their stall.

24. No animals are permitted to be in market stalls at any time.

25. Vendors are not permitted to smoke within the market area.

26. Vendors MAY NOT trade, loan, give or sublease the stalls assigned to them. Stalls may not be shared. Only one vendor may operate per stall, and only one business may operate per stall.

27. Vehicles may not be left running during market hours.

28. Generators must not interfere with other vendors and/or customers.

29. B.C. fruit vendors may only sell B.C. fruit. Fruit from any other province or state is not permitted. Inspection slips must be available at each market.

30. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH MARKET RULES & REGULATIONS will result in the following actions: a verbal warning, a written warning, expulsion from the Baseline Farmers Market. No refund will be provided for loss of stalls. All decisions made by the market managers are final.
BASELINE FARMERS MARKET CODE OF CONDUCT

As an accepted vendor at the Baseline Farmers’ Market, I will:

1. Conduct myself and all my affairs in a courteous and respectful manner toward the public, all other vendors, market management and market staff.

2. Consistently behave in a way that respects and recognizes the rights and selling opportunities of other vendors.

3. Only use language and communication that is polite, respectful, and conscientious when interacting with anyone at the market.

4. Operate vehicles, equipment, set-up, and take-down in a manner that is safe and responsible for all market participants.

5. Respect and adhere to the Baseline Farmers’ Market Rules & Regulations outlined in my application.

6. Ensure that no alcohol or other mind-altering drugs that may affect my judgment or my conduct are present in my system while at the market.

7. Sell at the market while making sure all of my products and business practices abide by the laws and regulations set down by Alberta Health Services, Health Canada, and any other relevant agency.

8. Work together with Farmers’ Market Management to resolve any conflicts or concerns in a calm and cooperative manner to ensure the market day is a good experience for all parties involved.

9. Ensure that all of my staff or those working in my stall are aware of and abide by the Vendor Code of Conduct.

10. By way of my signature on my Application Form, I indicate my understanding and acceptance with this Code of Conduct and the Rules and Regulations of the Baseline Farmers’ Market and agree to comply with the intention of these documents.

Should a vendor fail to comply with this code of conduct, their indiscretion will be reviewed and investigated by the Farmers’ Market Managers. Depending on the severity and/or repetition of the offence, the violation may result in a warning letter or expulsion from the market.

The 2019 Baseline Farmers’ Market is scheduled to run Wednesdays May 29 to October 9. The market is located in the Home Depot parking lot, 390 Baseline Road, Sherwood Park.

2019 Rates (10 foot stall frontage):

Weekly $35.00 per day

Full Season $630.00 (discount of 10 percent)

Rates include GST

Vendors paying the discounted full season rate must include the total amount with their application.

Vendors paying the weekly rate must include payment for their first day with their application. Subsequent dates may either be paid in advance, or each day at the market before set up.

Vendors may make payments by cheque, money order, cash, debit, credit card, or e-transfer. Please make cheques or money orders payable to KGW Enterprises. Debit and credit card payments can only be made at the market or at our office.
